Top Snorkeling and Diving
Destination: The islands offer
crystal-clear waters and abundant
marine life, including turtles, rays, and
colorful tropical fish.

Unique Name Origin: The name
comes from the Turk’s Head cactus
found on some islands and “Caicos,”
meaning “string of islands” in the local
Lucayan language.

Reef-Safe Sunscreen: Protect the coral reefs
and use reef-safe sunscreen (no oxybenzone
or octinoxate) or wear UPF swimwear.

Taxis = Cash & Costly: Taxis charge per person,
are cash-only, and can be pricey. Confirm your
fare upfront and bring cash from home.
